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DEDICATED WATER LINE INFORMATION

The cost to run the dedicated water line from the Pump House to
the Office/Winter Caretakers Living Quarters is $1.50 per foot.
That includes trenching, pipe, and labor.

Jacobson Well from Blair, Nebraska will drill a well, near the
Office, for $5,500.00. That includes drilling the well and hooking
up to the Office.

There is another option which could be available. That would be
to come off the well on the Bauman property. (The Bauman
property is where the store is currently located.) Patty Bauman
has put a proposal on the table which will be discussed at the
May Association meeting. The cost to come from the Bauman
well would be $1.50 per foot. (About 1,000 feet) That would in-

clude trenching, pipe, and labor.

Please remember, the members have to approve any of the
above options before we can move forward with this project.
Also keep in mind that the dedicated water line is a project
which MUSTbe completed by the closing of the Campground on

October 15, 2011.
