Meeting called to order at 11:30 

AM by President Kevin Ruther-

ford.   
 

Kevin requested that everyone 

turn their cell phones off or si-

lence them.   
 

Kevin announced that the 

meeting was being recorded 

and the recording would be 

saved.  Kevin asked if there 

were any objections.  There 

were none.  
 

Kevin led the Pledge of Alle-

giance.   
 

Board Members present were 

President Kevin Rutherford, Vice 

President Steve McQuinn, Secre-

tary Rod Klein, Treasurer Ron Hol-

lerup, Directors Gary Belt, Mike 

Aherns, Ed Cox, and Pam Stand-

ley.  Director John Schumacher 

was excused.  
 

SECRETARYõS REPORT 
 

Secretary Klein read the minutes 

from the meeting of July 10, 

2011. 
 

Kevin asked if there were any 

corrections, subtractions, or ad-

ditions to the minutes as read.  
 

Wilber ôTinkerõ Keller, Blk. 15, Lots 

111 thru 114, questioned why 

the transformer, at the pool, was 

replaced when Mid America 

stated that the old transformer 

could have been repaired.  

Kevin explained that we are try-

ing to approve the minutes.  

There was a discussion.  
 

Dallas Tennigkeit, Blk. 17, Lots 1 & 

2, said that he did not hear any-

thing about the members being 

called idiots.  Kevin asked where 

that should be at in the minutes.  

There was a discussion.  
 

Rod stated that all that is re-

quired to be included in the 

minutes is the actual business of 

the meeting, what action was 

taken, if any, and any motions 

which are made and the action 

which is taken on the motions.   
 

Jackie Keller, Blk. 15,  Lots 115 & 

116, said that her comments 

about Kevin speaking inappro-

priately to the Association mem-

bers was not included in the 

minutes.  Kevin asked Jackie to 

state how she would like the 

minutes to reflect her comment, 

from the July meeting, so we 

can make the correction to the 

minutes.  She said that she had 

said, òfor the record, in addition 

to Kevin not speaking appropri-

ately as members we have a 

right to attend the meetings 

and should be treated respect-

fully.ó 
 

Kevin said that the correction 

would be made.  
 

Andrea Dollen, Blk. 14, Lots 35 

thru 38, stated that Rod was 

very selective as to what com-

ments he put in the minutes.  

She added that he should either 

put all the comments, from the 

meeting, in the minutes or none 

at all.  
 

Kevin asked if there were any 

further corrections, additions, or 

subtractions to the minutes.  

There were none.  
 

The minutes were approved as 

corrected.  
 

Kevin stated that since the sub-

ject of him acting inappropri-

ately at the last meeting, was 

brought up, this would be a 

good time to apologize.  He 

said that first he would like to 

apologize to the Church for us-

ing inappropriate language in 

the Church.  He explained that 

he has personally apologized to 

Maralene for not using  

appropriate language.  He 

added that he did use inappro-

priate language at the last 

meeting and he is very sorry and 

apologizes to the Association for 

using inappropriate language.  

He also said that it is inexcusable 

and that he will not do it again.  
 

Kevin said that at the last meet-

ing he did call some Association 

members idiots.  He went on to 

explain why he made the com-

ment.  He also said that it was 

not a valid excuse and that his 

actions were inexcusable.  He 

then apologized to the Associa-

tion.  Then he stated that he be-

lieves that he only called Dave 

Bartlett an idiot.  Kevin apolo-

gized to Dave for calling him an 

idiot.  Kevin also said that he 

does get heated at times, but 

that he will try to do better at 

controlling his anger in the fu-

ture.

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TREASURERõS REPORT 
 

Treasurer Hollerup presented the 

Finance Report from July 31, 

2011. 
 

Kevin asked if there were any 

corrections, additions, or sub-

tractions to the Finance Report.  

There were none.  
 

The Treasurerõs Report was ap-

proved as presented.  
 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 

Kevin suggested that we form a 

committee to come up with 

some ideas and goals for the 

future of the Association.  He 

said that anyone who may be 

interested in being on the com-

mittee can contact a Board 

member or let him know after 

the meeting.  He added that if 

anyone has any ideas they 

should make a note of them 

and turn them into the Office so 

that the Board can discuss them 

at their Board meetings.  
 

Kevin reported that there was a 

Covenants Committee meeting 

on August 14, 2011 at 9 AM.  

There is no date set for the next 

meeting at this time.  
 

OLD BUSINESS 
 

Kevin reported that the Board 

had approved to purchase 

three new transformers, from 

Mid America, for $7,948.00.  He 

added that the transformers are 

set up exactly how they need to 

be set up for our park.  There 

was a discussion.  
 

Carolyn Stender, Election Com-

mittee Chairperson, reported 

the results of the survey.  147 

members chose Option 1 while 

29 members opted for Option 2.  

She added that 4 surveys were 

not counted due to no return 

name or address on the enve-

lope.  
 

Kevin reported that the Board 

voted to accept the results of 

the survey.  Therefore the terms 

of all of the Board members, 

and their current position on the 

Board, will be extended for one 

year and there will not be an 

election this year.  
 

Kevin announced that we have 

a contract with Jensen Well 

Company, from Blair, Nebraska, 

to drill and install the new well 

for the Winter Caretakers living 

quarters.  He added that the 

permit has been issued and the 

well should be completed within 

two weeks.  There was a discus-

sion. 
 

Kevin reported that the balance 

on the water room loan, for the 

next fiscal year, will be 

$6,280.72.  He added that we 

currently take in approximately 

$16,000 a year with the current 

$40.00 assessment.  He contin-

ued by saying at this time the 

Board is discussing what we 

need to do with the current as-

sessment.  He explained what 

options were available and said 

that the Board would probably 

be making a decision at the 

next Board meeting.  He ended 

by saying that if anyone had 

any concerns about what we 

should do with the current water 

room loan assessment they 

should contact a Board mem-

ber and let them know their 

feelings.  
 

The next item is the motion from 

Dallas Tennigkeit, Blk. 17, Lots 1 & 

2, which Dallas rescinded.  
 

There was a discussion about 

the motions from Alex Duff, Blk. 

14, Lots 16, 17, & 72, and Dave 

Bartlett, Blk. 12, Lots 29 thru 31.  
 

Kevin asked if there was any ad-

ditional Old Business to come 

before the Association.  There 

was none.  
 

Kevin stated, for the record, we 

would go on to New Business 

but when Dave finds the clarifi-

cation on what procedure 

should be taken, in regards to 

accepting the results of the sur-

vey, we will come back to Old 

Business. 
 

NEW BUSINESS 
 

Kevin reported that he, Ron Hol-

lerup, and Margaret Shepard 

attended a FEMA and Home-

land Security, meeting on July 

11, 2011 to attempt to get finan-

cial assistance for the damage 

caused due to the flood.  He 

reported that he has received 

letters from FEMA and the office 

of the Governor which states 

that we have been denied the 

assistance because we do not 

meet the requirements.  Kevin 

did not read the letters but 

stated that they would be pub-

lished in the newsletter.  (see 

page 10)  There was a discus-

sion.  Kevin ended the discussion 

by stating that we would be tak-

ing our option to appeal their 

decision.  
 

There was a discussion on pur-

chasing the Bauman property.  

Linda Congdon, Blk. 9, Lots 35 

thru 37, made a motion to move 

forward and start negotiations 

on the Bauman property with a 

cap of $30,000 and to start the 

bids low.  The motion was sec-

onded by Margaret  Shepard.  

There was further discussion.  

Rod read the motion.  Kevin said 

that we would discuss and vote 

on the motion at the September 

meeting.  
 

Kevin asked if there was any fur-

ther New Business.

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Kevin yielded the floor to Dave 

Bartlett, Blk. 12, Lots 29 thru 31, 

for the purpose of clarification 

of what procedure should be 

taken, in regards to accepting 

the results of the survey.  Dave 

reported that the Bylaws clearly 

states that the members have 

the right to vote to approve any 

action to approve, or disap-

prove the business of the Asso-

ciation.  He added that accord-

ing to the Bylaws the Board 

does not have the power to ap-

prove, or disapprove, an action 

concerning the business of the 

Association.  There was a discus-

sion. 
 

Kevin said that we would vote 

on the results of the survey.  It 

was a unanimous decision to 

accept the results of the survey.  

Therefore the current Board 

members, and their current posi-

tions on the Board, will be ex-

tended for one year.  The terms 

of the current Environmental 

Committee members will also 

be extended for one year.  

Kevin also reminded the Asso-

ciation that there will not be an 

election this year.  

 

There was a discussion on what 

the parks plan of action is for 

cleaning the park when the wa-

ter goes down.  Kevin said that if  

anyone knows or has any ideas 

of  how we are going to dispose 

of the mess caused by the flood 

they should inform any Board 

member.  
 

Kevin asked if there was any fur-

ther New Business to come be-

fore the Board.  
 

There was a discussion on the 

use of our trash receptacles.  
 

Kevin reported that the Execu-

tive Board has reduced the 

hours of work for the Mainte-

nance Men.  
 

Kevin explained that members 

who are at the park on a weekly 

basis need to start taking care 

of their lots.  (Those who have 

not been disturbed by the flood 

waters.)  He also explained why 

the Maintenance Men have 

been mowing members lots.  

Then he stressed that the park 

will no longer mow members 

lots.   

 

Lois Hollerup, Blk. 7, Lots 43 thru 

47, reported that the park has 

received a $100 donation from 

a previous member to go to-

wards the flood relief fund.  She 

also stated that anyone who 

would make a donation could 

make a difference.  
 

Katherine Oliver, Blk. 1, Lots 4 

thru 6, reported that there have 

been several donations to the 

flood relief fund.  There was a 

discussion about putting the in-

formation on the flood relief 

fund in the newsletter.  
 

Rod Klein reported that Karl 

Nielson, Blk. 5, Lots 70 & 71, 

wants to have a Funnel Cake 

sale on Labor Day, at the 

Church, and will donate half of 

the money to the flood relief 

fund.  Rod added that the park 

is also thinking of selling Sloppy 

Joes, and chips on Labor Day, 

at the Church, to contribute to 

the flood relief fund.  
 

Rod announced that the park 

would hold the Annual Hot Dog 

Roast, and pot -luck, on Sunday 

afternoon after the Annual 

meeting on September 11, 2011, 

in the pool area.  
 

Dean Garnett, Blk. 6, Lots 23 thru 

25, moved to adjourn, second 

by Carolyn Stender, Blk. 1, Lots 

84 & 85.  Motion carried.  
 

There were 82 signed -in mem-

bers  present.  
 

The next meeting will be the An-

nual meeting on September 11, 

2011 at the Church at 11:30 AM.  
 

There was no 50/50 drawing due 

to the flood.  
 

Meeting adjourned at  

12:55 PM.
