He 

added that we have filed a 

claim with the insurance com-

pany because we only have a 

$250.00 deductable.  Kevin said 

that he would be letting us 

know what the insurance com-

pany does when he hears back 

from them. 

 

Kevin reported that the Board 

decided to order the new shirts.  

He added that he would like to 

know what the Association 

wants to do since we are facing 

the possibility of additional ex-

penses due to the flooding 

situation. 

 

Kevin asked how many wanted 

to purchase the shirts.  Then he 

asked how many wanted us to 

wait until a later date.  It is the 

consensus of the Association 

that we do not purchase the 

shirts at this time. 
 

Kevin reported that the new 

gate system is working great.

He added that he has 

an electrician lined up to wire 

the office and maintenance ga-

rage into the generators. 
 

Kevin said that he has had nu-

merous people volunteer.  He 

thanked everyone who has vol-

unteered and who have 

pitched in to help when we 

needed them most.  He added 

that if we keep this attitude up 

there won’t be any problem 

when it comes time to clean up 

this mess.  
 

Kevin explained that since we 

don’t have a security team in 

place we all need to keep a 

watch out for thefts.  He added 

that it is very dark in some of 

these Blocks so we need to help 

our fellow campers out by 

watching their property. 
 

Kevin stressed that we also need 

to respect the peoples property. 
 

Kevin announced that he hasn’t 

ran it by the Board but we are 

looking at closing the pool.  (The 

Board has not met yet.

Kevin repeated the motion and 

asked if everyone understood 

that a yes vote would cause the 

pool to be shut down for at least 

two weeks.  Motion carried. 
 

Jackie Keller, Block 15, Lots 115 

& 116, made an emergency 

motion to shut the electricity off 

to the park effective immedi-

ately.  The park to resume when 

the electricity can be resumed 

to the whole park.  The motion 

was seconded by Carolyn Belt, 

Block 15, Lots 105 & 106.  There 

was a discussion. 
 

Kevin read the motion.  Motion 

failed. 
 

Bob Stender, Block 1, Lots 84 & 

85, made an emergency motion 

to give the Board the power to 

protect, maintain, and repair 

any campground property, 

and/or utilities, as needed and 

to be able to spend any money 

it sees fit to repair or replace 

anything that is necessary and 

that has been damaged by 

flood water. 
 

Kevin ruled the motion out of 

order because the Board al-

ready has the power to main-

tain the campground.

He added that any-

one who wanted to come to 

the Board meeting would be 

welcome to attend.
