Steve asked if there were any
other corrections, subtractions,
or additions to the minutes.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Steve reported on the Block 1
flood relief fund raiser which
raised $210. Steve added that
Andrea Dollen has donated her
time and the proceeds from the
sales of their
shirts.

Gary also reported that we only
had to replace one transformer.
He added that we are looking
into the possibility of rebuilding
the transformers that are re-
placed.

Steve explained that the park
will remove trees which are
deemed dangerous which are
on campground property. He
made it clear that if a tree is on
private property it will be the re-
sponsibility of the property
owner to have the tree re-
moved. He added that prop-
erty owners would be notified of
any dangerous tree which is on
their property.

Steve suggested that members
contact one of the tree removal
contractors, while they are in
the park, if they have a tree, or
trees, which they would like re-
moved from their property. He
explained that the contractors
may be willing to give a dis-
counted bid since they are al-

Steve explained that if the prop-
erty owner can not pay for tree
removal the campground will
pay the contractor and bill the
property owners account. How-
ever, he also explained that it is
the responsibility of the property
owner to contact the office for
prior approval.

There was a question about per-
mits which were paid for before
the flood. It was explained that
we are refunding the $10.00 if
the work was not completed
before the flood. It was also ex-
plained that we are in the proc-

ess of discussing the possibility of

not charging a fee for building
permits in 2012.

The motion by Linda Congdon,
to rescind the actions by the
Board on September 10, 2011
immediately, died due to the
maker of the motion being ab-
sent from the meeting.

Georgia Metzger rescinded her
motion to call for an over sight
committee to watch over the
Woodland Campground board
of Directors.

Steve reported that we have
received a letter which refused
our proposal of $30,000 for the
purchase of the property at
1449 Benton Lane from the
Baumanos. He
are still in the process of negoti-
ating with the understanding
that any agreement, to pur-
chase the property, will have to
be approved by the Associa-
tion.

There was a question if the
Bauman property has ever been
inspected. Steve explained that
we would deal with inspecting
the property before we agree

to any purchase of the property.

Mark Hunter, Block 4, Lots 2 thru
4 stated that the Board needs to
push hard for what ever it is go-
ing to take for the campground
to purchase the Bauman prop-

erty. He added that the prop-
erty is worth more to the camp-
ground than it is to anyone else.

Dave Bartlett, Block 12, Lots 28
thru 31, moved to continue the
negotiations wi
to purchase their property lo-
cated at 1449 Benton Lane at
Little Sioux, lowa, with the final
decision to be made by the
members of the Association
pending on an inspection. The
motion was seconded by Kevin
Rutherford, Block 1, Lots 16 thru
18.

There was a discussion on what
the plans are for the clubhouse.

Steve asked if there was any fur-
ther Old Business to come be-
fore the assembly. There was
none.

NEW BUSINESS

Steve reported on the plans to
bring the park back from the
flood.

There was a discussion on what
should be done with the club-
house. Steve explained that no
decision to rebuild or start over,
in reference to the Clubhouse,

a d dveuld bé rhadet withu e the au-

thorization of the Association. It
was clarified that at the very
least there will be a bathhouse
located in the area where the
clubhouse now stands. There
was further discussion.

There was more discussion on
tree removal. It was clarified
that at this time, due to the
flood, permits to remove trees
are not needed. It was also ex-
plained that tree removal may
continue throughout the winter
season.

Steve reported that the Board
approved donations of $100

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each to the City of Little Sioux,
Mondamin Fire and Rescue,
and to the First Responders of
Little Sioux. He added that the
Board also approved a $400 do-
nation to the Church. He ex-
plained that the Church has
been kind enough to let the
Campground use the Church
and has never asked for any-
thing, other than respect, in re-
turn.

Steve asked if there was any fur-
ther New Business to come be-
fore the assembly.

There was a discussion about
when the park would close.
Steve explained that the park
officially closes on October 15th.
He added that the water would
not be turned off until the main-
tenance employees finished
getting the park winterized.
Steve continued to say that the
portable water tank, located
near the trash dumpsters, will be
filled and members would be
able to use that water until it is
either used up or there is a
freeze. He noted that portable
restrooms will be provided for a
limited time after the park
closes.

There was a discussion on the
power being on or off when the
park closes. Steve explained
that the power will remain on as
always.

There was a discussion on what
would be done in regards to
getting permits approved.
Steve explained that the Board
has approved a revision to
where a Board member can
sign the permit to begin a pro-
ject. However, it will still take
two environmental committee
members to approve the final
construction of the project.
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There was a discussion on when
the tractor would be repaired.
Steve explained that we did not
file a claim with the insurance
company because we have a
$1,000 deductable. Ron Hol-
lerup will order the parts and
make the repairs.

The 50/50 drawing was won by
Gary Musgrove.

relief fund. Thanks Gary!

Rod thanked Annette and Craig
Kruse for helping with the 50/50
ticket sales!
